~ Wide variety of prey species and prey sizes
~ Prey species included one livestock species,
4 Florida state species of concern
and 1 endangered species

CONCLUSIONS:
~ Python species are threat to native fauna, livestock, pets, and humans
~ Need to continue to study & monitor snake populations
~ Educate the public
~ Remove snakes from wild environment (hunt/trap)
~ Legislation/regulation to ban import and distribution of constrictor snakes
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
