I was appointed to the Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation Fish and Wildlife Commission 

in August of 1976.  Once appointed I was able to learn from tribal elders from the 4 tribes about a tribal 

leaders responsibility to protect our tribal treaties for the next seven generations.  Now I am one of 9 elected 

officials of the Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation governing body, Board of Trustees, to 

protect our 1855 Tribal Treaty Rights and manage our tribal government. CTUIR took the lead in rebuilding 

the extent 3 stocks in the Umatilla River Spring: Chinook, Coho and Lamprey, Spring Chinook stocks in the 

Walla Walla River and Grand Ronde Basin. 

 

Chair of the Columbia River Inter-Tribal Fish Commission. The Columbia River Inter-Tribal Fish 

Commission is an organization that has taken the lead in assisting the 4 member tribes with technical 

information for managing, protecting and enhancing the Columbia River salmon from the head waters to SE 

Alaska.  One of the recent accomplishments was to have Oregon adopt the highest Fish Consumption Rate in 

the United States.
