Treatment of employees involved in implementing emergency hazardous fuels reduction projects A Federal employee who is involved in implementing emergency hazardous fuels reduction projects pursuant to this Act shall be eligible to enroll in the Federal Employees Health Benefits Program, regardless of whether the employee is a full or part-time temporary seasonal employee.
