PROTECTION PROGRAM
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§308103. Battlefield acquisition grant program
(@ EvcieLe STE DerineD.—  Inthissection, theterm “eligible site”—
(1) means a site that—
(A) isnot within the exterior boundaries of a unit of the National Park System; and
(B) isidentified in the Battlefield Reports as a battlefield; and
(2) excludes sitesidentified in the Battlefield Reports as associated historic sites.

(b)  EsmaBLisHMENT.—  The Secretary shall establish a battlefield acquisition grant program
under which the Secretary may provide grants to States, Tribes, local governments, and nonprofit
organizations to pay the Federal share of the cost of acquiring interests in eligible sites for the
preservation and protection of those eligible sites.

(¢) NonrrorIT PARTNERs— A State, Tribe, or local government may acquire an interest in an
eligible site using a grant under this section in partnership with a nonprofit organization.

(d) Non-FeperaL SHARE—  The non-Federal share of the total cost of acquiring an interest in
an eligible site under this section shall be not less than 50 percent.

(&) Limitation oN Lanp Use.—  An interest in an eligible site acquired under this section,
including by States, Tribes, local governments, and nonprofit organizations, shall be subject to
section 200305(f)(3) of thistitle.

(f)  AutHoRiZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—  There is authorized to be appropriated to the
Secretary to provide grants under this section $18,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2020 through 2028
2036.

8308104. Battlefield interpretation modernization grant program

(@) EstaBLISHMENT.—  The Secretary shall establish a battlefield interpretation modernization
grant program under which the Secretary may provide competitive grants to States, Tribes, local
governments, and nonprofit organizations for projects and programs that deploy technology to
modernize battlefield interpretation and education.

(b) EuciBLE STEsS—  The Secretary may make grants under this section for Revolutionary
War, War of 1812, and Civil War battlefield sites eligible for assistance under the battlefield
acquisition grant program established under section 308103(b).

() FeperaL SHARe—  The Federal share of the cost of a project or program funded through a
grant provided under the program established under subsection (a) shall be not more than-58 75
percent of the total cost of the applicable project or program.

8308105. Battlefield restoration grant program
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(8 EstaBLisHMENT.—  The Secretary shall establish a battlefield restoration grant program
(referred to in this section as the “program”) under which the Secretary may provide grants to States,
Tribes, loca governments, and nonprofit organizations for projects that restore day-of-battle
conditions on—

(2) land preserved and protected under the battlefield acquisition grant program established
under section 308103(b); or

(2) battlefield land that is—
(A) owned by a State, Tribe, local government, or nonprofit organization; and
(B) referred to in the Battlefield Reports.

(b) EvciBLE STEs—  The Secretary may make grants under this section for Revolutionary
War, War of 1812, and Civil War battlefield sites—

(1) €ligible for assistance under the battlefield acquisition grant program established under
section 308103(b); or

(2) on battlefield land that is—
(A) owned by a State, Tribe, local government, or nonprofit organization; and
(B) referred to in battlefield reports.

(c) FeperaL SHArRe— The Federa share of the cost of a restoration project funded through a
grant provided under the program shall be not more than-50 75 percent of the total cost of the project.

(d) RestoraTioN StanpAaRDS.— Al restoration work carried out through a grant awarded under
the program shall be performed in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the
Treatment of Historic Properties under part 68 of title 36, Code of Federal Regulations (or successor
regulations).

(6)  AuTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS—  There is authorized to be appropriated to the

Secretary to provide grants under section 308104 and this section $2,000,000 for each fiscal year
through fiscal year 2036.
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
