SEC. . RETENTION OF ASSETS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
DEFENSE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-
sion of this title, the property, rights, and interests of the
United States in any national security infrastructure or
assets in Puerto Rico that are under the management,
control, or operation of the Department of Defense as of
the day before the date of the enactment of this Act may
not be transferred to the independent nation of Puerto
Rico, including the following:

(1) Fort Buchanan.

(2) Camp Santiago Army Base.

(3) Fort Allen Army Base.

(4) Coast Guard Air Station Borinquen.

(5) Coast Guard Station San Juan.
(6) Any other asset the Secretary of Defense or
the Secretary of Homeland Security determines crit-
ical to the national security of the United States as

of such date of enactment.
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1 (b) AUTHORITY FOR CLOSURE.—Notwithstanding
the requirements under subsection (a), the Secretary of
Defense is authorized to close or transition control over
any military or national security asset of the United States
that the Secretary determines to be unnecessary to main-
tain after the proclamation of independence of Puerto

Rico.
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  At the end of title I, add the following:
 
  __. Retention of assets of the Department of Defense
  (a) In general Notwithstanding any other provision of this title, the property, rights, and interests of the United States in any national security infrastructure or assets in Puerto Rico that are under the management, control, or operation of the Department of Defense as of the day before the date of the enactment of this Act may not be transferred to the independent nation of Puerto Rico, including the following:
  (1) Fort Buchanan.
  (2) Camp Santiago Army Base.
  (3) Fort Allen Army Base.
  (4) Coast Guard Air Station Borinquen.
  (5) Coast Guard Station San Juan.
  (6) Any other asset the Secretary of Defense or the Secretary of Homeland Security determines critical to the national security of the United States as of such date of enactment. 
  (b) Authority for closure Notwithstanding the requirements under subsection (a), the Secretary of Defense is authorized to close or transition control over any military or national security asset of the United States that the Secretary determines to be unnecessary to maintain after the proclamation of independence of Puerto Rico.
